SECTION III.

LITURGICAL USE OF THE CALENDAR.

I. THE FESTIVALS.

The Festivals of the Church are not all celebrated with the same 
degree of solemnity ; the words Double, Semi-Double and Simple, 
found in the Calendar, show the degree of solemnity with which 
each feast is celebrated. The order is as follows : double of the 
first class, double of the second class, double major, double, semi­
double and simple. When the office is double, an entire Anthem 
is said or sung before and after each Psalm ; when semi-double, 
only a word or two are said or sung before the Psalm. A simple 
has only three lessons at Matins. A feria is a week-day for which 
no Saint’s Office is appointed.

The principal Festivals are doubles of the first class. Some 
Festivals have an Octave, or succession of eight days, on which, 
with certain exceptions, the Office and Mass of the Feast are said, 
or a commemoration made.

II. THE BOMAN MISSAL.

The prayers and portions of the Holy Scripture, of which the 
Mass is composed, are partly always the same and partly different 
every day. Those that are invariable are contained in what is 
called the Ordinary of the Mass, at the beginning of the Missal. 
The parts that are changeable, or proper—viz., the Introits, 
Collects, Oraduals and Tracts, Gospels, Offertories, Secrets, Com­
munions and Post-Communions—form the subsequent contents. 
As the Prefaces are not so frequently subject to change, they follow 
each other in regular succession in the Ordinary of the Mass.

If a double of the 1st or 2nd class, or a Feast of the Lord, falls 
on a Sunday, the Mass of the Feast is said instead of that of the 
Sunday, unless it be a Sunday of the first class—viz., the First 
Sunday of Advent, the Sundays of Lent, Passion, Palm, Easter, 
Low, Pentecost and Trinity Sundays—which are never super­
seded. The Sundays of the second class, which are superseded only

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by doubles of the first class, are the 2nd, 3rd and 4th of Advent ; 
Septuagesima, Sexagesima and Quinquagesima Sundays. The 
Gospels for Sundays thus superseded are said at the end of the 
Mass, instead of St John’s Gospel; and a Commemoration of 
Sunday, by its proper Collect, Secret and Post- Communion, is made 
after the Collect, etc., of the Festival. The Calendar, in the first 
part of this Directory, indicates the various Prayers said at Mass 
on each day of the year.

m. THE VESPER BOOK.
The Evening Service of the Church is contained in the Vesper 

Book. The following is the order of Vespers : Pater noster and 
Ave Maria being said, the Priest intones the Versicle Deus, in 
adjutorium meum intends, to which the choir answer by the 
Response, Domine, ad adjuvandum me festina, with the Gloria 
Patri ; and when five Psalms, with their Anthems, have been 
sung, the Priest chants the Little Chapter. Then are sung the 
Hymn, with its Versicle and Response, and Magnificat with its 
Anthem, followed by the Prayers and Commemorations ap­
pointed for the day ; which, if it be neither a double nor within 
an Octave, are followed by the Commemoration or Suffrage of 
the Saints (or during Paschal time, the Commemoration of the 
Cross), to be found after the Common Vespers for Sunday. All 
these Commemorations on Sunday are indicated in the Calendar.

III. The Sacred College of Cardinals.

The Cardinals, as the advisers and assistants of the Sovereign 
Pontiff, are the Supreme council or senate of the Church. On tbe 
death of the Pontiff, they elect his successor.

There are three orders of Cardinals, Bishops, Priests and 
Deacons. These orders are distinct from those of the Hierarchy : 
with very few exceptions, the Cardinal Priests are archbishops or 
bishops ; and the Cardinal Deacons are generally priests.

The Sacred College, when complete, consists of 70 members ; 6 
Cardinal Bishops, whose dioceses are the six “ Suburban Sees,” 
near Rome ; 50 Cardinal Priests, who take their title from the 
“ Titular Churches,” to which they are appointed, with jurisdic­
tion and right to a throne, etc., therein ; and 14 Cardinal Deacons, 
who are appointed to other churches called “ Deaconries.”

The first Cardinal Bishop is Dean, the first of the Priests is 
First Priest, and the first of the Deacons is First Deacon, of the 
Sacred College. The Dean has the right of consecrating, and the 
First Deacon the right of proclaiming and crowning, a new Pope.

On the death of the Pontiff the Cardinal Camerlengo has the 
administration of the public affairs of the Holy See.

The “ creation ” of a Cardinal sometimes precedes, even by 
several years, its “ publication ” or proclamation. The Cardinal 
is then said to be “ reserved in petto," and, when proclaimed, he 
takes precedence according to date of creation.

IV. The Roman Curia.
The Roman Curia, as re-constituted by the Apostolic Constitu­

tion Sapienti consilio (29th June 1908) of Pope Pius X., consists of 
the following Sacred Congregations, Tribunals and Offices:—

And the Matters with which they have to deal.

1. Congregation of the Holy Office.—The protection of faith and 
morals ; the judging of heresy ; the doctrine and the use of 
Indulgences; impediments to Marriage with non-Catholics; 
dogmatic teaching as to Marriage and other Sacraments ; the 
examination, and the prohibition, of books dangerous to faith, 
or otherwise pernicious.

2. Consistorial Congregation.—The preparation of matter for 
Consistories ; the erection and division of dioceses, etc., and the 
election of Bishops.

5. Congregation for the Affairs of Religious.—The Regulation of 
matters between Bishops and Religious, and amongst Religious 
themselves, including persons who, without vows, live a com­
munity life, or are secular members of Third Orders. Also the 
granting of dispensations to Religious.

6. Congregation “ de Propaganda Fide.”-—Having jurisdiction 
over missionary countries, including, however, many regions 
where hierarchies are established. From this jurisdiction the 
United Kingdom, Holland, Luxemburg, Canada, Newfoundland 
and the United States, were withdrawn in 1908.

7. Congregation for the Eastern Church.-—Having jurisdiction 
over all persons and things pertaining to the Oriental Rites, 
except in matters that belong to the Holy Office.

8. Congregation of Sacred Rites.—The care and regulation of 
rites and ceremonies ; the beatification and canonisation of 
Saints; and whatever relates to sacred relics.

Catholic Population of the Empire.

The Catholic population of the British Empire is estimated as 
follows :—

In the United Kingdom, 5,905,180 (viz. England and Wales, 
2,055,860 ; Scotland, 606,650 ; Ireland, 3,242,670) ; Gibraltar, 
Cyprus, Malta and Gozo, 231,886 ; Asia, 2,669,954 ; Africa, 
988,732 ; America, 4,070,551 ; Australasia, New Zealand and 
other Islands, 1,423,357 ; total Catholics in the Empire, 15,289,660.

From the Extinction of the Hierarchy in 1603 till its 
Restoration in 1878.

1. The ancient Hierarchy ended with James Betoun, Abp. of Glasgow, who 
died at Paris on the 25th April 1603, aged 79. After being subjected to the 
jurisdiction of the Archpriests and first Vicar-Apostolic of England till 1623, 
and afterwards to local Prefects of the Mission, the Clergy were incorporated 
into a missionary body by decree of Propaganda, 1653, and governed by the 
following Prefects-Apostolic—William Bannatyne (or Bellendm), 1653-61; 
Alexander Dunbar (or Winster), 1662-68, 1672-94; and John Walker 
(or Rossi, 1668-71. In May 1694 a Scottish Vicariate-Apostolic was established. 
This was divided into two Districts, the Lowland and the Highland, in February 
1731; and these into three, the Eastern, Western and Northern, by Papal Re­
script of 13th February 1827. This last arrangement remained in force till the 
re-establishment of the Hierarchy by the Apostolic Letter Ex supremo Aposto- 
lotus apice, 4th March 1878.

PART V.

ECCLESIASTICAL AND GENERAL INFORMATION.

SECTION I.

ECCLESIASTICAL LAWS AND OBSERVANCES.

1. Easter Duties and Indulgence.

2. Fast and Abstinence Days.

I. FAST DAYS OF ONE MEAL.

The new Code of Canon Law makes many important changes 
in the general law of fasting and abstinence. The Indult, how­
ever, granted in perpetuity to Scotland by the Holy See on 27th 
January 1911, still continues in force. The regulations of both 
Code and Indult as they apply to Scotland are here summarised.

The Faithful of the Diocese of St Andrews and Edinburgh, 
Glasgow and Dunkeld, are authorised to satisfy the obligation of 
the Paschal Communion, and to gain the Plenary Idulgence, on 
any day from the first Sunday of Lent to Sunday within the 
Octave of the Ascension, inclusively ; and those of the Diocese of 
Galloway, of Aberdeen, and of Argyll and the Isles, from the first 
Sunday of Lent till Low Sunday. This permission is granted for 
a term of five years (S.C.C.; 25th Oct. 1926).

1. The Ember-days throughout the year.
2. The Vigils or Eves of Pentecost, Assumption, All Saints and 

Christmas.
3. In Lent all days except Sunday, up to noon of Holy 

Saturday.
N. B.—(a) If a fasting Vigil falls on a Sunday, the fast is not 

observed either on the Sunday or on the preced­
ing Saturday;

(6) Except in Lent, a Holiday of Obligation is never a 
fasting day;

(c) The old law, forbidding the use of fish and flesh at 
the same meal, is abolished ;

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n. DAYS OF ABSTINENCE.

On which the Church forbids the use of Flesh Meat or 
Soup made from Meat.

1. All Fridays throughout the year ;
2. The Ember Wednesdays throughout the year ;
3. The Vigils or Eves of Assumption, All Saints and Christmas, 

but not when they fall on a Saturday or Sunday ;
4. In Lent, Ash Wednesday, Ember Saturday and (up to noon 

only) Holy Saturday.
N.B—(a) Except in Lent, a Holiday of Obligation is never a 

day of abstinence ;
(b) Eggs, butter and such like, as well as dripping, lard,

and any condiments formed from animal fat, may 
be taken on any day of the year ;

(c) The law of abstinence is binding on all who have
completed their 7th year.

(d) At the morning and evening refections, the quantity
and quality of the food taken are to be regulated 
by the approved custom of the country ;

(e) The law of fasting is binding on all between the
completion of their 21st and the beginning of their 
60th years.

3. Marriages.
Marriage may be contracted on any day of the year. The 

Solemnising of Marriage, i.e. the Solemn Blessing of the Church, 
which is given only during Mass, is forbidden from Ash Wednes­
day to Easter Sunday, and from the first Sunday of Advent 
to Christmas Day, all dates being inclusive. Bishops, how­
ever, may for a just reason allow the Solemnising of Marriage 
any day during the forbidden periods, provided the laws of the 
Liturgy be observed. A widow, who has already received this 
Blessing, may not again be blessed at any subsequent marriage.

Marriage is constituted by the free consent of two parties 
taking one another for husband and wife. Anything interfering 
with the freedom of consent, in the way of serious error, grave 
fear and violence, may endanger the validity of the marriage bond.

The age required for valid marriage is sixteen years complete 
in the case of the man, fourteen years complete in that of the 
woman ; those under twenty-one years of age should before 
marriage inform their parents and obtain their consent.

Marriage cannot be contracted without a Dispensation by 
persons within the third degree of kindred or the second degree

of affinity; if attempted the marriage is invalid. Spiritual 
kindred contracted by Baptism, i.e. between a god-parent and 
a god-child, is also an invalidating impediment.

Marriage between a Catholic and an unbaptised person is 
invalid without a Dispensation.

A “ mixed ” marriage (that is, a marriage between a Catholic 
and one who, though baptised, does not profess the Catholic 
Faith) is unlawful without a Dispensation ; and the Dispensation 
cannot lawfully be given unless for a sufficiently grave reason, and 
subject to the following conditions as laid down by the Council of 
Fort Augustus (Deer., xvii. 5) : 1. That all the children that may 
be born of the marriage shall be baptised, and brought up, in the 
Catholic Faith. 2. That the Catholic party shall have full liberty 
for the practice of the Catholic religion. 3. That no religious 
marriage ceremony shall take place elsewhere than before the 
Catholic Priest. 4. That the Catholic party shall endeavour to 
effect the conversion of the non-Catholic party to the true faith 
of Christ. These promises will ordinarily be made in writing by 
the parties.

For parties preparing for marriage, the golden rule is : give 
very early notice to the parish priest, who will furnish precise and 
helpful instructions as to both civil and ecclesiastical requirements. 
Banns have to be proclaimed on three consecutive Sundays or 
Holidays, and evidence of Baptism has to be furnished by both 
parties, even in the case of a mixed marriage. If it can be done 
without serious inconvenience, Catholics should be confirmed 
before marriage. As a general rule, the parish priest of the bride, 
in the case of a mixed marriage the parish priest of the Catholic 
party, will take charge of the marriage.

The Decree Ne temere, which became law in Scotland only on 
the 1st September 1908, made important regulations for the 
celebration of marriage, either between two Catholics, or between 
a Catholic and a non-Catholic. These regulations have been 
incorporated into, and somewhat modified by, the new Code of 
Canon Law, which came into force on the 19th May 1918. The 
following points should be noted :—

I. Engagements, even when formally and solemnly contracted, 
produce no canonical effects and afford no canonical ground for 
claiming a fulfilment of the promise.

II. Only those marriages are valid which are contracted before 
the parish priest or the Ordinary of the place, or a priest delegated 
by either of these, and at least two witnesses.

III. The parish priest and the Ordinary of the place validly 
assist at a marriage :

(a) only within the limits of their territory : within which they
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by grave fear

delegate as above

4. Sick Calls.
All sick calls should be given in at the Priest’s house at a timely 

hour in the morning. If this reasonable rule were adhered to, it 
would save the Clergy much unnecessary labour, and the people 
many disappointments, which they may justly ascribe to their 
own want of system.

On Saturdays, eves of Holidays, and other days which are 
generally devoted to the Confessional, the Priest should not, if 
possible, be called away from this important duty. Unless in 
cases of necessity, sick calls should not be made on Saturdays or 
Sundays, when the Clergy have so many other duties to attend to.

assist validly at marriages not only of their own subjects, but also 
of those not subject to them ;

(6) provided that not compelled by violence or by grave fear 
they ask and receive the consent of the contracting parties.

IV. They assist licitly :
(а) when they have legitimately ascertained the free state of the 

contracting parties ;
(б) when they have ascertained that one of the contracting 

parties has a domicile, or at least has lived for a month in the 
place where the marriage takes place.

V. When the parish priest or Ordinary or 
(No. II.) cannot be got :

(а) in danger of death marriage may be validly and licitly 
contracted before two witnesses only :

(б) outside the case of danger of death, when these conditions 
are prudently considered as likely to last for a month, marriage 
may be contracted before two witnesses only ;

(c) in either case, if any priest is at hand, he should be called 
in to assist; but his presence or absence does not affect the 
validity of the marriage.

VI. (a) The above laws are binding on all persons baptised in 
the Catholic Church, and on those who have been converted to it 
from heresy or schism.

(&) The same laws are binding also on the same Catholics as 
above, if they contract marriage with non-Catholics, baptised, or 
unbaptised, even after a Dispensation has been obtained.

(c) Non-Catholics, whether baptised or unbaptised, who con­
tract among themselves, are nowhere bound to observe the 
Catholic form of marriage ; nor are those who, being born of non­
Catholic parents, have been baptised in the Catholic Church, but 
have been brought up from infancy away from the Catholic faith.
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SECTION II.

INDULGENCES AND DEVOTIONS.

I. Indulgences Granted to Scotland.

It is the duty of the people to conform to whatever regulations 
may be made by the Clergy, on these and other matters connected 
with Religion, in their respective congregations. AJ1 things 
should be done in order, according to the advice of St Paul.

When the Priest is called to attend a sick person, everything 
that he requires for the administration of the Sacraments should 
be furnished as becomingly as possible in the room where the sick 
person lies—viz., a table covered with a clean linen cloth, on which 
should be laid a candle, a vessel of holy water with an Asperges, 
a small vessel of common water for the purification of the Priest’s 
fingers after the administration of the Holy Viaticum, and a 
napkin for the sick person at the time of Communion. As the 
Priest generally brings the Blessed Sacrament on these occasions, 
everything should be so becomingly prepared, according to their 
means, as to show the great respect of the inmates for Jesus 
Christ, and the high value they set upon the honour thus rendered 
to their house in the visit of their Lord and Redeemer.

While the Priest is administering the Viaticum and Extreme 
Unction, the assistants should devoutly offer up their prayers to 
God on behalf of the sick person, to implore that he may receive 
those Sacraments with the necessary dispositions.

EXPLANATION OF INDULGENCES.

An Indulgence is a remission of the whole, or a part, of the 
temporal punishment that often remains to be suffered for sins 
which, as to their guilt and eternal punisliment, have been already 
remitted. For the effect and validity of an Indulgence, it is not 
only necessary that there be a competent authority in him who 
grants it, and a just cause or motive for the grant, but it is also 
necessary, on the part of him who obtains it, that he renounce and 
be sincerely sorry for all his sins, that he be in the state of grace, 
and that he duly perform the conditions prescribed. Of Indul­
gences, some are called plenary, which, when fully obtained, remit 
the whole of the temporal punishment that remained due on 
account of past sins ; others are for a certain number of years or 
days, which, when fully obtained, remit as much of the temporal 
punishment as would have been discharged by the performance 
of so many years or days of Canonical Penance. Thus, by a 
quarantine Indulgence is meant the remission of so much of the

future penalty (poena) of sin as is the equivalent of keeping a 
Lent according to the strict discipline of the Church.

Indulgences attached to sacred objects, such as rosaries, etc., 
are available to any person using these objects, and the Indul­
gences cease only when the thing is destroyed or sold.

The conditions for most Plenary Indulgences include Confession, 
Communion, Visit to a Church and prayers for the Pope’s in­
tentions. For an Indulgence granted for any particular day, 
Confession made eight days before will suffice ; Communion may 
be made the day before, and both Confession and Communion 
any day within the Octave. For Triduums, Novenas and such­
like, Confession and Communion may be made any day within 
the Octave after the conclusion of the exercises. For daily com­
municants, or for those who confess regularly twice a month, no 
special confession is necessary. The visit may be made to any 
church or oratory and may be made from noon of the preceding 
day to midnight of the last day of the time appointed. Prayer 
for the Pope’s intentions should be recited vocally and not merely 
mentally. Jubilee Indulgences, as well as some others, have 
their own special conditions.

Conditions for gaining these Indulgences.
Isl. That within the time prescribed the faithful approach the 

Sacraments of Penance and the Holy Eucharist.
2nd. That on the day of their Communion they offer up some 

prayers to God for the happy state of the whole Church of Christ, 
for its Supreme Pastor, the Bishop of Rome, for peace and con­
cord between all Christian Princes ; for the exaltation and propa-
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3. The Octave of Corpus Christi.
For the continuance and daily increase of the abundant fruit 

produced by the Decree of 20th December 1905, on Daily Com­
munion, Our Holy Father, Pope Pius X., by a letter of the Sacred 
Congregation of Indulgences of the 10th April 1907, to the 
Bishops of the Catholic Church, has expressed his wish to have, 
as far as may be possible, the following annual observances :—

PARTIAL INDULGENCES : THE LITANY OF THE B. VIRGIN

On the 6th May 1879, His Holiness granted the Apostolic Bene­
diction, and an Indulgence of seven years on each Saturday, and 
on the Feasts of the Blessed Virgin, to the Faithful of England 
and Scotland who shall recite or sing the Litany of the Blessed 
Virgin in any church in either country

PLENARY INDULGENCE GRANTED TO GLASGOW TEACHERS.

A Plenary Indulgence is granted, subject to the usual con­
ditions, to teachers in the Archdiocese of Glasgow who help in 
the preparation of children for their First Communion, and assist 
thereat (S.P. A., 12th July 1924).

gation of the Holy Catholic Faith, especially in our own country, 
and for the eternal salvation of all Christians.

3rd. That, if they have an opportunity, they visit within the 
limited time some church or oratory, and pray to God as has been 
mentioned before.

4th. That, if their circumstance enable them, they perform 
some works of mercy.

2. The Pentecost Novena.
For the Pentecost Novena, prescribed by Encyclical Letters of 

5th May 1895 and 9th May 1897, the following Indulgences have 
been granted to those taking part in the Novena :—Isf. seven 
years and seven quarantines for each'day ; 2nd. a Plenary Indul­
gence on any one day of Novena, or on Pentecost, or on any day 
of the subsequent Octave, on the usual conditions of Confession 
and Communion and prayers for the Pope’s intention. [These 
Indulgences are attainable by those also who are legitimately 
impeded from attending the Public Devotions, provided the 
Novena be done in private and the other conditions fulfilled.] 
Moreover, those who again, during the Octave of Pentecost, in­
clusive of Trinity Sunday, publicly or privately recite every day, 
according to their devotion, some prayers to the Holy Ghost, and 
satisfy the other conditions, may gain a second time the above 
Indulgences, both plenary and partial. All these Indulgences are 
applicable to the souls in Purgatory.
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(a) IN CATHEDRAL churches.
That on Friday, Saturday and Sunday, either immediately 

after the Festival of Corpus Christi, or (if the circumstances of 
persons or places so require) at some other time of the year to be 
fixed by the Bishop, there shall be in every Cathedral Church 
three days’ prayer, as here described : namely—

I. That, on each day, there shall be a sermon on the great 
excellence of the Sacrament of the Eucharist, and on the dis­
positions required for worthily receiving it. That, after the 
sermon, the Blessed Sacrament shall be exposed ; and during 
the Exposition the prayer O most Sweet Jesus (see below) shall be 
recited, to be followed on the Sunday by the Te Deum. That the 
Tantum ergo shall then be sung, and the Benediction of the 
Blessed Sacrament be given.

II. That, on the Sunday, the last of the three days, there 
shall be, at the usual parochial Mass, a homily by the Parish 
Priest on the gospel of the Sunday within the octave of Corpus 
Christi—or, if the Sunday be not within the Octave, a sermon 
in preparation for a fervent Communion ; and at this parochial 
Mass the faithful shall communicate. That, on this Sunday 
afternoon (or evening), there shall be the same service as on the 
two preceding days. And in the sermon the preacher shall 
exhort the faithful to more fervent piety towards the Most Holy 
Sacrament, and especially to a more frequent participation of 
this heavenly banquet, in accordance with the approved teach­
ing of the Catechisms Romanus (see n. vi. of the Decree of 
20th December 1905). Moreover, at Benediction (as is said 
above), the Tantum ergo will be preceded by the Te Deum.

(6) IN PARISH CHURCHES.
His Holiness earnestly recommends that also in Parish Churches 

according as each Bishop in his prudence and discernment shall 
judge fit, there shall be at least those pious exercises which are 
above described for the cathedral Churches for the Sunday within 
the Octave, or some other Sunday in the year.

That the faithful may more eagerly take part in the aforesaid 
pious exercises, His Holiness has been pleased to grant the follow­
ing Indulgences, applicable also to the souls in Purgatory :—

1. An Indulgence of seven years and seven quarantines for 
each of the tliree days’ prayer. 2. A Plenary Indulgence to be 
gained once during the three days, on any day thereof, by those 
who devoutly assist at the devotions of any one day, and after 
Confession and Holy Communion pray for the intentions of the 
Holy Father. 3. A Plenary Indulgence to be gained on the 
Sunday by all who, after Confession, receive Holy Communion 
together in a Cathedral or a Parish Church, and pray for the 
Holy Father’s intentions.
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4. The Feast of the Sacred Heart.
By the Encyclical Letter Miserentissimus Redemptor of Pius XI 

dated 8th May 1928, it is decreed that the Act of Reparation 
thereto appended shall be solemnly recited in all churches 
throughout the world on the Feast of the Sacred Heart. The 
Act, together with the Litany of the Sacred Heart, is to be 
recited during Solemn Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament.

ACT OF REPARATION.
O sweet Jesus, Whose overflowing charity for men is requited 

by so much forgetfulness, negligence and contempt, behold us 
prostrate before Thy altar eager to repair by a special act of 
homage the cruel indifference and injuries, to which Thy loving 
Heart is everywhere subject.

Mindful alas ! that we ourselves have had a share in such great 
indignities, which we now deplore from the depths of our hearts, 
we humbly ask Thy pardon and declare our readiness to atone 
by voluntary expiation not only for our own personal offences, 
but also for the sins of those, who, straying far from the path of 
salvation, refuse in their obstinate infidelity to follow Thee, their 
Shepherd and Leader, or renouncing the vows of their baptism, 
have cast off the sweet yoke of Thy law.

We are now resolved to expiate each and every deplorable 
outrage committed against Thee ; we are determined to make 
amends for the manifold offences against Christian modesty in 
unbecoming dress and behaviour, for all the foul seductions laid 
to ensnare the feet of the innocent, for the frequent violation of 
Sundays and holidays, and the shocking blasphemies uttered 
against Thee and Thy Saints. We wish also to make amends for 
the insults to which Thy Vicar on earth and Thy priests are 
subjected, for the profanation, by conscious neglect or terrible

PRAYER BEFORE THE BLESSED SACRAMENT.
O most sweet Jesus, Who didst come into this world to enrich 

the souls of all mankind with the fife of Thy grace, and Who, 
to preserve and sustain this life in them, dost daily give Thyself 
in the most august Sacrament of the Eucharist, as a saving 
medicine to heal their infirmities and a divine food to support 
their weakness, we pray and beseech Thee to pour forth upon 
them most graciously Thy holy spirit, so that, being filled there­
with, any who are in mortal sin may, by returning to Thee, be 
restored to the life of grace which they have lost; and that 
those who, by Thy great mercy, already serve Thee may daily, 
as far as each one is able, come devoutly to Thy heavenly banquet, 
and in the strength thereof may find a remedy for their daily, 
venial faults and a support of the life of Thy grace, and, thus 
becoming more and more cleansed from sin, may obtain the 
everlasting happiness of heaven. Amen.
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5. The Feast of Christ the King.
Whereas, by the Decree of the S. Congregation of Indulgences, 

22nd August 1906, His Holiness Pope Pius X. ordered that each 
year on the Feast of the Sacred Heart, in all Parish Churches as 
well as others where the feast is observed, the form of Consecra­
tions sued by Pope Leo XIII. on the 25th May 1899 should be 
recited during exposition of the Blessed Sacrament, followed by 
the Litany of the Sacred Heart, it is now enacted (S.R.C., 28th 
Apr. 1926) that (1) the observance is optional on the Feast of 
the S. Heart, but obligatory on the Feast of Christ the King, 
and (2) the Form to be used is the one given below. To all who

Henceforth we will live a life of unwavering faith, of purity of 
conduct, of perfect observance of the precepts of the gospel and 
especially that of charity We promise to the best of our power 
to prevent others from offending Thee and to bring as many as 
possible to follow Thee.

O loving Jesus, through the intercession of the Blessed Virgin 
Mary our model in reparation, deign to receive the voluntary 
offering we make of this act of expiation ; and by the crowning 
gift of perseverance keep us faithful unto death in our duty and 
the allegiance we owe to Thee, so that we may all one day come 
to that happy home, where Thou with the Father and the Holy 
Ghost livest and reignest God, world without end. Amen.

The Indulgences granted are : (1) To the faithful present in 
any Church or Oratory at the recital of the above Act and the 
Litany of the Sacred Heart during Solemn Exposition of the 
Blessed Sacrament an Indulgence of seven years and seven 
Quarantines and further a Plenary Indulgence if, after Confession, 
they receive Holy Communion and (2) to those who elsewhere 
or at any time, even in private, recite the above Act, and 
Indulgence of three hundred days and further a Plenary Indulgence 
once in the month if they repeat the Act daily during the month, 
visit a Church or Oratory, go to Confession and receive Holy 
Communion. ( A. A.S., xx, p. 207.)
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with devout and contrite heart assist at this pious exercise and 
pray for the Pope’s intentions, His Holiness grants an Indulgence 
of seven years and seven quarantines, and further a Plenary 
Indulgence to those who, after confession, receive Holy Com­
munion. These Indulgences are applicable to the souls in Pur­
gatory.

FORM OF CONSECRATION TO THE SACRED HEART OF JESTTS.
Most sweet Jesus, Redeemer of the human race, look down upon 

us humbly prostrate before Thy altar. We are Thine, and Thine 
we wish to be; but, to be more surely united with Thee, behold 
each one of us freely consecrates himself to-day to Thy most 
Sacred Heart. Many indeed have never known Thee; many too, 
despising Thy precepts, have rejected Thee. Have mercy on 
them all, most merciful Jesus, and draw them to Thy Sacred 
Heart. Be Thou King, O Lord, not only of the faithful who 
have never forsaken thee, but also of the prodigal children who 
have abandoned Thee; grant that they may quickly return to 
their Father’s house lest they die of wretchedness and hunger. 
Be Thou King of those who are deceived by erroneous opinions, 
or whom discord keeps aloof, and call them back to the harbour 
of truth and unity of faith, so that soon there may be but one 
flock and one Shepherd. Be Thou King of all those who are still 
involved in the darkness of idolatry or of Islamism, and refuse 
not to draw them all into the light and kingdom of God. Turn 
Thine eyes of mercy toward the children of that race, once Thy 
chosen people. Of old they called down upon themselves the 
Blood of the Saviour ; may It now descend upon them a laver 
of redemption and of life. Grant, O Lord, to Thy Church 
assurance of freedom and immunity from harm ; give peace and 
order to all nations, and make the earth resound from pole to 
pole with one cry : Praise to the divine Heart that wrought 
our salvation ; to It be glory and honour forever.

7. Consecration of Families to the Sacred Heart 
BY MEANS OF THE ENTHRONEMENT.

It is the earnest desire of the Holy See that all Christian families 
should be consecrated to the Sacred Heart of Jesus, and that a 
statue or image of Him be set up in a prominent place in each 
house, so that Christ may be enthroned as ruler in the home. 
All families should be consecrated separately, not in groups. The 
priest blesses the image, and recites the Act of Consecration 
When a priest cannot be had, the image, which should be pre­
viously blessed, will be set in its place by the head of the 
family or other lay person, who also will recite the Act of Con­
secration. The Indulgences granted to each member of the 
family are : (1)7 years and 7 quarantines on the day of consecra­
tion ; (2) a Plenary Indulgence on the usual conditions on the 
day of consecration ; (3) 300 days on the annual renewal of the 
consecration. The form of consecration, which alone is valid for 
the effect of the Indulgences (S.P.A. : 1st March 1918 ; A.A.S. 
X, 154), is the following :—
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minds in the simplicity of our faith, and over our hearts by the 
whole-hearted love with which they shall burn for Thee, the flame 
of which we shall keep alive by the frequent reception of Thy 
Divine Eucharist.

Deign, O Divine Heart, to preside over our assemblings, to bless 
our enterprises, both spiritual and temporal, to dispel our cares, to 
sanctify our joys, to alleviate our sufferings.

And when the hour of separation strikes, when death 
shall come to cast mourning into our midst, we will all, both those 
who go and those who stay, be submissive to Thy eternal decrees. 
We will console ourselves with the thought that a day will come 
when the entire family, reunited in Heaven, can sing for ever Thy 
glories and Thy mercies.

May the Immaculate Heart of Mary, and the glorious Patriarch 
St Joseph, present this consecration to Thee, and keep it in our 
minds all the days of our life.

9. The Angelus.
In Catholic countries, and in many places at home, the Angelus 

Bell is rung in the morning, at noon and in the evening at sunset 
to honour the Mystery of the Incarnation. To gain the indul­
gences attached to this Devotion, the Angolus must be said kneel­
ing, except on Saturday evening, and Sunday, when it is said 
standing. In Paschal Time, that is, from Holy Saturday at noon 
till the Saturday before Trinity Sunday at noon, inclusively, the 
Regina Coeli is said instead of the Angelus. This prayer is always 
said standing. Those who do not know the Regina Coeli may gain 
the indulgences by saying the Angelus ; but it must be said stand­
ing during Paschal Time. For the convenience of the Faithful is 
appended a translation of the Regina Coeli taken from the Raccolta.

10. Association for the Propagation of the Faith.

Xavier, pray for us ; and (2) the annual contribution of not less 
than 2s. 2d. yearly, or one halfpenny weekly. (3) Special Mem­
bers contribute one guinea, or more, yearly. (4) Life Membership 
subscription, £8.

Organisation.—The usual method of collection is by the 
formation of Groups or Circles of Ten Members, of whom one acts 
as Collector. The Collector receives the contributions of his 
group, circulates among them the Annals of the Associations, 
and pays over his collection to the Local Treasurer. A return 
of the sums received, and of their appropriation is inserted 
annually in the Annals of the Propagation oj the Faith, One 
copy of each issue of the Annals is supplied to every ten members.

Spiritual Favours. — An exceptionally large number of 
spiritual privileges, including Plenary and Partial Indulgences, is 
granted to Associates. Extensive Faculties are also given to 
Priests who direct local centres or become special members. A 
complete list of these privileges may be obtained from the Secretary 
of the Scottish Branch, 1213 Dumbarton Road, Glasgow, or from 
any of the Diocesan Officials {vid. Part iv., Sect. 1, 4).

11. Catholic Truth Society.
The following Indulgences were granted to the Catholic Truth 

Society in Scotland in perpetuity by a Decree of the S. Cong, de 
Prop. Fide, 6th October 1896 :—

(1) A Plenary Indulgence (applicable to the Souls in Purgatory) 
to all present and future members of the Society on the day 
of their joining the Society, and also on the Feasts of S. Andrew, 
the Apostle ; St Margaret, Queen of Scotland ; S. Patrick ; S, 
Columba and S. Ninian, or on any day within the Octave of these 
Feasts, on condition that they visit an Oratory of the Society, 
or their own Parish Church, and, after confessing their sins with 
sincere repentance and receiving Holy Communion, pray for the 
Propagation of the Holy Faith and for the intention of the 
Sovereign Pontiff.

S
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(2) A Partial Indulgence of one hundred days every time they 
succeed in persuading a new member to join the Society, and 
every time they attend a General or Local Meeting of the Society.

SECTION III.
MISCELLANEOUS INFORMATION.

1. Excerpts from Parliamentary Acts.
Voluntary or Denominational Schools. 

Education (Scotland) Act 1918.
Sec. 18 (3). Any school transferred to the education authority 

shall be held, maintained and managed as a public school by the 
education authority, who shall be entitled to receive grants therefor 
as a public school, and shall have in respect thereto the sole 
power of regulating the curriculum and of appointing teachers :

Provided that—
(i) the existing staff of teachers shall be taken over by the 

education authority and shall, from the date of transfer, 
be placed upon the same scale of salaries as teachers 
of corresponding qualifications appointed to correspond­
ing positions in other schools of the same authority:

(ii) all teachers appointed to the staff of any such school by
the education authority shall in every case be teachers 
who satisfy the Department as to qualifications, and are 
approved as regards their religious belief and character 
by representatives of the church or denominational body 
in whose interest the school has been conducted :

(iii) subject to the provisions of section sixty-eight (Conscience
Clause) of the Education (Scotland) Act 1872, the time 
set apart for religious instruction or observance in any 
such school shall not be less than that so set apart 
according to the use and wont of the former manage­
ment of the school, and the education authority shall 
appoint as supervisor, without remuneration, of religious 
instruction for each such school, a person approved as 
regards religious belief and character as aforesaid, and 
it shall be the duty of the supervisor so appointed to 
report to the education authority as to the efficiency 
of the religious instruction given in such school. The 
supervisor shall have right of entry to the school at all 
times set apart for religious instruction or observance. 
The education authority shall give facilities for the 
holding of religious examinations in every such school.

(4) Any question which may arise as to the due fulfilment or 
observance of any provision or requirement of the preceding 
sub-section shall be referred to the Department, whose decision 
shall be final.
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Reformatory and Industrial Schools.
Education (Scotland) Act 1908.

Sec. 66 (1). The Court of Justice, in determining the certified 
school to which a youthful offender or child is to be sent, shall 
endeavour to ascertain the religious persuasion to which the 
offender or child belongs, and the detention order shall, where 
practicable, specify the religious persuasion to which the offender 
or child appears to belong, and a school conducted in accordance 
with that persuasion shall, where practicable, be selected.

(8) In any case where the Department are satisfied, upon 
representations made to them by the education authority of any 
education area, or by any church or denominational body acting 
on behalf of the parents of children belonging to such church or 
body, and after such inquiry as the Department deem necessary, 
that a new school is required for the accommodation of children 
whose parents are resident within that education area, regard 
being had to the religious belief of such parents, it shall be lawful 
for the education authority of that area to provide a new school, 
to be held, maintained and managed by them subject to the con­
ditions prescribed in sub-section (3) of this section, so far as those 
conditions are applicable; the time set apart for religious instruc­
tion in the new school being not less than that set apart in schools 
in the same education area which have been transferred under this 
section.

(3) Where an order has been made for sending a youthful 
offender or child to a certified school, which is not conducted 
in accordance with the religious persuasion to which the offender 
belongs, the parent, legal guardian, nearest adult relative, or 
person entitled to the custody of the offender or child may apply—

(а) if the detention order was made by a . . . court acting 
in and for the place in and for which the court which made the 
order acted ; and

(б) in any other case, to the Secretary of State to remove 
or send the offender or child to a certified school conducted in 
accordance with the offender’s or child’s religious persuasion, 
and the Court or Secretary of State shall, on proof of the 
offender’s or child’s religious persuasion, comply with the request 
of the applicant :

Provided that—
(i) the application must be made before the offender or

child has been sent to a certified school, or within 
thirty days after his arrival at the school, and

(ii) the applicant must show to the satisfaction of the
Court or Secretary of State that the managers of the 
school named by him are willing to receive the offender 
or child :

'iii) nothing in this section shall be construed as preventing
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any such person as aforesaid from making an applica­
tion to the Secretary of State after the expiration of 
the said period of thirty days to exercise the powers 
of transfer conferred on him by the other provisions 
of this Act.

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CHRONICLE OF EVENTS.

1. CONSECRATION OF THE ARCHBISHOP OF 
ST. ANDREWS AND EDINBURGH.

The Right Rev. Joseph M’Donald, O.S.B., Abbot of Fort 
Augustus, was nominated to the Metropolitan See of St. 
Andrews and Edinburgh by Pope Pius XI on the 19th July 
1929. Born at Fort William on the 12th February 1871, he 
was educated at the Abbey School, then under the charge 
of the Very Rev. Prior Vaughan, O.S.B. He joined the 
Benedictine Order in 1888, was professed in 1890, and raised 
to the priesthood on the 10th August 1896. He subsequently 
occupied various posts in the Abbey, and for a time laboured 
in one of the Benedictine Missions in England. In 1911 he 
was appointed to the charge of St. Anne’s, Liverpool. In 
August 1919, on the retirement of the Right Rev. Sir David 
Oswald Hunter-Blair, he was consecrated Abbot of Fort 
Augustus, and during his term of office did much to further 
the interests of the Abbey. Amongst the results of his 
endeavours were the revival of the Abbey School, the 
foundation of two Priories subject to Fort Augustus at 
Washington and Rhode Island in the United States of 
America, and a scheme for the establishment of a large 
school in the Edinburgh district.

• The consecration took place in St. Mary’s Cathedral, 
Edinburgh, on the 24th September 1929, the officiating 
prelate being the Most Rev. Donald Mackintosh, Arch­
bishop of Glasgow, assisted by the Right Rev. James W. 
M’Carthy, Bishop of Galloway, and the Right Rev. John 
Toner, Bishop of Dunkeld. The ceremony was carried out 
with all the splendour of the Church’s ritual. Amongst 
those present was the Archbishop of Malta, the Bishops of 
Aberdeen, Argyll, and Tipasa, Members of the various 
Cathedral Chapters, Representatives from the Diocesan 
Clergy of Scotland, and from the Religious Orders, the 
Lord Provost and Magistrates of Edinburgh, and many 
prominent members of the laity.

The sermon was delivered by the Right Rev. George H. 
Bennett, D.D., who chose his text from Acts xiii. 2-3, and 
spoke of the meaning and purpose of consecration. Refer-

ring to the Archbishop-Elect he assured his audience there 
was no one who did not thank God for the choice made by 
the Holy See and acclaim its wisdom. Two points affecting 
the choice were of special interest.

In choosing a Macdonald the Holy See was continuing an 
honoured tradition, for the new Archbishop is the eighth of 
that name to be raised to the Episcopate in Scotland since 
the Reformation. A fitting tribute to a clan which, through 
all the evil days of storm and persecution, was ever notable 
for its loyal adherence to the ancient Faith. But in choosing 
a monk for the office the Pope had established a precedent, 
for though in ancient days there were many Bishops in 
Scotland, and several in the See of St. Andrews who had been 
monks and Abbots, that was the first time since the Reforma­
tion that a Scottish Bishop had been taken from the vener­
able Order of St. Benedict. That monks should be called 
from their cloisters to fill the positions of Bishops and even 
to the supreme pastorate in Rome was, however, not a new 
experience, for the list of Benedictine Popes and Bishops 
was a long and glorious one; and when it was the case of 
one who though ever first and foremost a true monk, had 
been for many years employed in the labours of the Mission 
in a large and populous city, one who, as he could personally 
testify, was full of understanding and sympathy with the 
lives and difficulties of the secular clergy, one moreover who 
had travelled far and wide in the business of his Order, 
gaining experience of men and affairs, they might well see 
in their new Metropolitan the makings of a truly great 
Archbishop.

At a complimentary luncheon held after the ceremony, 
Lord Lovat, K.T., proposed the health of the Archbishop. 
Speeches were also delivered by Archbishop Mackintosh, 
Bailie Hay, Bishop Graham, the Abbot of Dunfermline, and 
Lord Colum Chrichton Stuart, M.P.

Celebrations in honour of the Centenary of Blairs College, 
Aberdeen, were held within the College on the 25th and 26th 
June. The Archbishops and Bishops of Scotland, over one 
hundred and fifty priests from all parts of the country with 
the staff and collegians were present at the Solemn Pontifical
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Mass celebrated by the Most Rev. Donald Mackintosh, 
Archbishop of Glasgow. An appropriate address was 
delivered by the Right Rev. George H. Bennett, Bishop of 
Aberdeen, in which there was embodied a survey of the 
history of the establishment. The foundation owed its 
existence to the generosity of John Menzies, Esq., of Pit- 
fodels, who presented his estate and mansion to the Bishops 
of Scotland for the education of youths destined to the 
priesthood. For forty-five years, boys were trained there in 
classics, philosophy, and theology, many of them com­
pleting their course of studies and being ordained in the 
same college which they had entered twelve years before. 
From 1874, classical studies only have been pursued in 
Blairs, the higher studies being made in St. Peter's, Glasgow, 
or on the Continent in Rome, Valladolid, or Paris. By 1897 
the original building had begun to decay and become too 
small for its purpose. A new college built on an adjacent 
site was in late years extended, and in 1927 there was 
completed the present imposing edifice of white granite. 
The new Chapel—a magnificent Gothic structure—erected 
twenty-eight years ago through the munificence of Mgr. 
Lennon of Liverpool, has been redecorated and now ranks 
amongst the finest specimens of Scottish architecture and 
art. The first entry of pupils took place on the 2nd June 
1829, two months after the passing of the Catholic Emanci­
pation Act. The fact is thus recorded by a chronicler of 
the day :

“ On the morning of Tuesday, the second day of June 
1829, the whole family, both superiors and students, came 
down to Inverurie, where they took the Fly-boat on the 
canal to Aberdeen, whence, after dining at George Hay’s, 
Queen Street, they arrived about five o’clock, p.m., in five 
carriages at Blairs.” Since that date there have been in 
Blairs eight rectors, fifty-five professors, and one thousand 
eight hundred and thirty-six students, of whom six hundred 
and seventy-four have become priests. On the occasion of 
the centenary a message was received from the Vatican 
conveying the Holy Father’s Apostolic Benediction. The 
celebrations were terminated by a Solemn Requiem Mass 
for the souls of deceased benefactors, professors, and 
students.

Courtrai, in 1876, and the Seminary at Roulers, Belgium, in 1883, 
The following year he came to Scotland to pursue his ecclesiastical 
studies in St Peter’s College, Partickhill, as an alumnus of the 
Archdiocese of Glasgow. In 1887 he received the tonsure, minor 
and major orders at the hands of Archbishop Eyre and was raised 
by the same prelate to the priesthood on the 26th June 1887 in 
St Andrew’s Cathedral, Glasgow. After his ordination he served 
for a short period in St Mary’s, Glasgow and St Michael’s, Park­
head, and was then appointed assistant priest at Airdrie. In 1893 
he was given charge of the mission of Helensburgh and in 1901 
was transferred to Kirkintilloch. Eighteen years later he was 
placed in charge of the mission of Shieldmuir.

The record of Fr. Delbeke’s life is that of a strenuous missionary 
devoted to the service of God and the work of his office. He was 
an indefatigable labourer who spent himself in the service of 
others. To quote his panegyrist “ he toiled as the sons of Belgium 
know how to toil and it was because of his tremendous labours 
that he had gone down to the tomb before the alloted span.” He 
was at the disposal of all men ever ready to instruct, to console 
and to encourage ; and the numbers that flocked to his confes­
sional bore testimony to the influence of his kindly demeanour 
and saintly counsel. Of late Fr. Delbeke had been in indifferent

Pray for the soul of the Rev. Francis Dougan, who died 
at Lanark on the 16th May 1929, in the 53rd year of his age 
and the 26th of his priesthood.

The Rev. Francis Dougan was born at Glasgow on the 3rd 
August 1876. He entered Blairs College in August 1893, passed 
to the Petit Seminaire de Notre Dame des Champs, Paris, in 1894. 
In 1896 he was transferred to the Sulpitian Seminary at Issy, and 
in 1898 was sent to St. Peter’s College, Bearsden, to complete the 
usual studies in preparation for the priesthood. He had received 
the tonsure in Paris and during his theological course in St. Peter’s 
received from Archbishop Maguire the minor orders in 1899, sub- 
diaconate and diaconate in 1901, and was by the same prelate 
raised to the priesthood on the 12th October 1902. As an assistant 
priest Fr. Dougan served at Shieldmuir, Carfin, and St. Lawrence’s, 
Greenock. In 1918 he was given charge of St. James’, Renfrgw, 
whence he was transferred in 1926 to Barrhead.

There is nothing of what the world would regard as of out­
standing importance for the chronicler to narrate in the life of 
Fr. Dougan. His record is that of a good priest devoted to duty 
and service. He was painstaking and methodical in the discharge 
of the manifold duties of a missionary priest and by the very 
earnestness of his zeal effected much good in whatever portion of 
the Lord’s vineyard it was his lot to labour. He edified all with 
whom he came in contact and endeared himself to his dock by his 
kindly deeds. For some time his health had been failing, and in the 
end he was taken to St. Mary’s Hospital, Lanark, where he expired 
on the 16th May 1929. The funeral took place on the following 
Monday. Solemn Requiem Mass being celebrated in St, John’s, 
Barrhead, by the Very Rev. Canon de Backer. The remains are 
interred in St. Kentigern’s Cemetery, Lambhill.

Pray for the soul of the Rev. Bernard Eardley, who died 
at sea, West Indies, on the 4th October 1928, in the 54th year 
of his age and the 30th of his priesthood.

Solemn Requiem Mass was celebrated in St. Andrew’s Cathedral 
by the Rev. P. Gallacher on the following Tuesday. There were 
present the Archbishop of Glasgow and a large number of priests 
and laity. The panegyric was preached by the Rev. D. M'Brearty, 
Springburn, and from it we quote the following appreciation of 
the merits of the deceased.

“ During his whole life Father Macdonald strove to live up to the 
ideal of a good priest and an honourable gentleman. He knew the 
value of candid, straightforward, honourable dealing and of 
unsparing courtesy, and by his personal qualities enhanced the 
prestige of the priesthood in the world with which he came in 
daily contact. His flock recognised in him the traits of a good 
priest. They were edified by his real and unaffected piety. They 
admired his quiet thoroughness and simple earnestness and were 
impressed by his convincing discourses and unfailing devotion to 
his pastoral duties. The little chapel which he built at Bishopton 
to serve the needs of his distant flock was a memorial to his 
watchful care of the souls entrusted to his charge and evidence 
of his zeal for the good of religion. For twenty-two years he 
laboured in this peaceful corner of the diocese and his name will 
ever be held in affectionate esteem.”

Pray for the soul of the Very Rev. James V. Canon 
M'Donald, who died in St. Joseph’s Rectory, Dundee, on 
the 4th January 1929, in the 65th year of his age and the 
42nd of his priesthood.

The Very Rev. James V. Canon M Donald, born in Dundee on 
the 4th April 1864, was educated at Blairs College, Aberdeen, 
and the Scots College, Valladolid, Spain. He was ordained priest on 
the 20th March 1887, and on his return thereafter to Scotland was 
appointed assistant priest at Lochee. In 1892 he was given charge 
of the mission of Arbroath and in the wide district comprised 
within the limits of his care found ample scope for his vigorous 
zeal. He attended stations at Forfar from 1892 to 1897 and at 
Monifieth from 1892 to 1899 and in the latter burgh succeeded 
in providing a church adequate to the needs of the locality. On 
the erection of Monifieth into a separate mission in 1899 he opened 
a new centre for Catholic activity in the Burgh of Carnoustie. 
During his term of office in Arbroath there occurred the jubilee 
of the foundation of the Church and Canon M Donald availed
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Pray for the soul of the Very Rev. Michael Canon 
M'Naikney, who died in St. Peter’s Rectory, Glasgow, on 
the 29th April 1929, in the 68th year of his age and the 43rd 
of his priesthood.

The Very Rev. Michael Canon M‘Nairney, born at Airdrie on 
the 19th September 1861, was educated at Blairs College, Aber­
deen and St. Peter’s College, Partickhill, Glasgow. On the com­
pletion of the prescribed course of studies he was ordained priest 
in St. Andrew’s Cathedral, Glasgow, by the late Archbishop Eyre, 
on the 13th June 1886. His first appointment was as assistant 
priest at St. Peter’s, Partick. In July 1891 he was given charge 
of the mission of St. Joseph, Milngavie, where he continued for six 
years to discharge the various duties of his calling with charac­
teristic zeal. In March 1897 he was transferred to St. Michael’s, 
Parkhead. After two years in this busy centre he was the victim 
of a virulent fever and on his recovery he was placed in charge 
of St. Peter’s, Partick, and in the following year was nominated 
Rector of the Mission. During his term of office a new school 
for girls and infants was opened in 1899 and in 1901 he began the 
building of the present church and presbytery. In 1916 he was 
nominated a Canon of the Cathedral Chapter. Towards the end 
of 1928 Canon M'Naimey showed signs of bodily weakness and 
on medical advice was induced in the spring to seek health in a 
more congenial clime. He went to Rome on Palm Sunday and 
after a few days spent in the Holy City he visited Lourdes. He

himself of the opportunity to raise funds for its improvement 
and embellishment. He was also deeply interested in Catholic 
education and supervised his school with diligent care. He also 
secured a seat on the School Board of Arbroath where his services 
were highly appreciated.

In 1909 Canon M'Donald was transferred to St. Patrick’s, 
Dundee, and in 1917 appointed to St. Joseph’s in the same city. 
Shortly after his assumption of duty in the latter mission his 
health showed signs of failing, but, despite his ever-growing 
infirmities, he continued to labour for the good of his parishioners 
with whatever strength he could command. He effected many 
improvements in the Church presbytery and schools and by the 
assiduity of his outdoor ministrations, especially to the sick, 
won the respect, goodwill and gratitude of his flock. His death 
came suddenly; after two days only of confinement to bed, he 
expired on the 4th January 1929.

The funeral took place on the following Tuesday. Solemn 
Requiem Mass was celebrated in St. Joseph’s, Dundee, by Father 
M'Kinley in presence of the Bishops of the Diocese and of a large 
number of priests and laity. The panegyric was preached by 
Father M'Currach, Arbroath.
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celebrated Mass there on the Wednesday and arrived home on the 
Friday. On Sunday ho went about his duties as usual and seemed 
in good health. On Monday morning he suffered a sudden heart 
attack, the last Rites were administered and he passed out of this 
life on the 29th April 1929.

The funeral took place on the following Thursday ; Solemn 
Requiem being celebrated in St. Peter’s Church, Partick, by the 
Very Rev. Canon Montgomery, in presence of the Archbishop of 
Glasgow and a large number of clergy and laity. His remains are 
interred in St. Joseph’s Cemetery, Rochsoles, Airdrie.

The Rev. Thomas M. Monaghan was born at Kilronan, Ireland, 
on the 18th April 1856. He began his studies for the priesthood 
at Blairs College, Aberdeen, in 1870 and passed to St. Edmund’s, 
Douai, in 1874. In 1876 he was transferred to the Seminary at Issy 
in France and thence to the Grand Seminary of St. Sulpice, Paris, 
in 1878. In November 1879 he entered Carlow College, Ireland, 
and on the completion there of the course of studies prescribed 
for candidates for the priesthood was ordained by Bishop Lynch, 
co-adjutor of the Bishop of Kildare, in the Presentation Con­
vent, Carlow, on the 12th November 1882. In the following 
January he returned to Scotland and after serving for a time at 
Dunbar was appointed assistant priest at Kirkcaldy in August 
1883. Subsequently he served in Broxburn, Ratho and Balerno 
and finally was appointed to East Calder in 1895.

Father Monaghan was a man of genial and kindly disposition, 
who endeared himself to all by his cheerful disposition and charit­
able demeanour. His piety was genuine, though not ostentatious, 
and all who knew him respected and loved him. For many years 
he had suffered much from ill-health, but bore his affliction with 
cheerful self-sacrifice and discharged with unabated zeal the many 
duties of his office. Shortly before his death he was moved to St. 
Raphael’s Home in Edinburgh so that he might have the benefit 
of skilled attention and kind nursing, but despite every effort 
made on his behalf he gradually grew worse and the end came on 
the 29th April 1929. The funeral took place on the following 
Wednesday ; Solemn Requiem Mass was celebrated in St. Paul’s, 
East Calder, and the remains were taken for interment to the 
Cemetery at East Calder,

Pray for the soul of the Right Rev. Mgr. Patrick Provost 
Morris, Proto.-Notar ad instar, who died in St. Patrick’s 
Rectory, Edinburgh, on the 25th March 1929, in the 80th 
year of his age and the 53rd of his priesthood.

The Right Rev. Mgr, Patrick Morris, bom at Tullamore, Ire­
land, in 1848, was educated at Blairs College, Aberdeen, St. 
Edmund’s College, Douai, and the Seminaries of St. Sulpice at 
Issy and Paris in France. He was ordained priest by Cardinal 
Guibert on the 10th June 1876, and on his return to Scotland 
was stationed at Jedburgh. From there he passed to Kirkcaldy 
in Fife and was afterwards in charge of Portobello and Bathgate 
missions. In 1893 he was appointed to the important Mission of 
Falkirk and in this busy industrial centre spent nineteen years in 
the zealous discharge of the various duties of a priest. In 1912 
he became Missionary Rector of St. Patrick’s, Edinburgh, and 
continued in that populous district to exhibit the same qualities 
of administration and zeal that had won him success elsewhere. 
The interior of the Church was much enhanced during his term 
of office. Amongst other improvements effected by him, the 
Sacred Heart Altar, the Lady Chapel and the Mortuary Chapel 
are outstanding monuments to his love of the house of God and 
his fine artistic taste. He had begun to erect a new facade to the 
Church with an exterior approach and balustrade but did not live 
to see the scheme completed.

Mgr. Morris was raised in 1890 to the dignity of a Canon 
of the Metropolitan Chapter and in 1905 was appointed Vicar- 
General of the Archdiocese of St. Andrews and Edinburgh. 
In 1919 he was named a Protonotary Apostolic ad instar by 
His Holiness in recognition of his service to the Church. By the 
various flocks who came under his spiritual care he was highly 
esteemed; he was readily approachable by the humblest of his 
parishioners, who found in him a kindly sympathiser in their 
troubles and a prudent counsellor in their difficulties. The memory 
of Mgr. Morris will long be cherished by the clergy and laity of the 
Archdiocese.

The Rev. Gerald Stack, born in Glasgow on the 5th February 
1862, was educated in Blairs College, Aberdeen, and the Scots 
College, Rome. During his college career he showed remarkable 
proficiency and gained many honours, notably in mathematical 
and linguistic subjects. On the completion of the usual course 
of studies prescribed for candidates to the priesthood he was 
ordained by Mgr. de Neckers, Archbishop of Mitylene, in St. 
John Lateran’s, Rome, on the 5th March 1887.

On his return to Scotland in the following June he was stationed 
as assistant priest at Maryhill and in 1888 was transferred in the 
same capacity to St. Laurence’s, Greenock. Three years later 
he was appointed to the teaching staff of St. Peter’s College. 
New Kilpatrick, a sphere in which his wide learning and ready 
ability were valuable assets in the discharge of his professional 
duties. In 1901 he was sent to take charge of St. Bride’s, 
Cambuslang, and in that populous industrial centre worked for 
over twenty-eight years with energy and zeal for the welfare of his

April 1929. The Solemn Requiem Mass was celebrated by Mgr. 
Daly, Administrator of the Cathedral. The Archbishop presided 
and there were present in the Church members of the Cathedral 
Chapter, representatives of the various religious orders and 
convents, a large number of priests from different parts of Scot­
land and a vast congregation of the laity of Glasgow. The 
panegyric was preached by Father Hayes, Troon.

Canon Ryan, who was ordained in 1892, served as assistant 
priest at St. John’s Church, Glasgow, until 1899, when he was 
given charge of the mission of St. John, Saltcoats. Six years 
later he was recalled to Glasgow and appointed to St. Luke’s—a 
populous district, in which there was ample scope for his vigorous 
zeal and where he won the esteem of his flock by his assiduous 
attention to duty. Three years later St. Aloysius’, Springbum, 
was the scene of his activities and after six years of fruitful labour 
in that industrial district he was appointed Missionary Rector 
of St. John’s, Glasgow. In 1927 he was nominated a Canon of 
the Cathedral Chapter. He took a lively interest in educational 
matters and for many years was a member of the Glasgow School 
Board and later of the Glasgow Education Authority. Canon 
Ryan was a man of outstanding ability and great business cap­
acity and his talents were utilised for the temporal and spiritual 
welfare of his flock. His memory shall endure as that of a priest 
who, edified by his saintly conduct of life and by his kindly and 
helpful disposition, won the affection of his parishioners and the 
esteem of his flock.

Towards the end 
of 1928 his strength had greatly diminished and it was thought 
best that he should enter a nursing home to secure every possible 
benefit of skilled attention. All hope of recovery had soon to 
be abandoned and on the 5th May 1929 he passed from this fife.

The funeral took place on the following Tuesday ; Solemn 
Requiem Mass being celebrated in St. Bride’s, Cambuslang, by 
Canon Montgomery and the panegyric preached by Father 
Galbraith. His remains are interred in St. Peter’s Cemetery, 
Dalbeth.

The Very Rev. Michael J. Canon Turner was born at Penrith, 
Cumberland, on the 29th May 1855. He entered Blairs College 
on the 18th October 1867 and St. Edmund’s College, Douai, 
France, in August 1872._ In 1873 he was transferred to the Sul- 
pitian Seminary at Issy and two years later entered the Grand 
Seminaire de S. Sulpice in Paris to complete the usual course of 
studies for the priesthood. The tonsure and minor orders were 
conferred on him by Cardinal Guibet, major orders by his uncle, 
Bishop (afterwards Archbishop) Strain. After his ordination 
to the priesthood, which took place on the 26th January 1879, 
he was appointed assistant priest at the Cathedral, Edinburgh. 
His first separate charge was Davidson’s Mains and South Queens- 
ferry—and in the latter place he was able to provide a church and 
presbytery. His next charge was the mission of Kilsyth, where 
a wide district now under the spiritual care of four clergymen gave 
ample scope for his zeal and enterprise. Whilst at Kilsyth he 
enlarged and beautified the church and erected a congregational 
hall. His labours during the period of his career for the better­
ment of conditions of life for the miners are still remembered with 
gratitude by the public. Lennoxtown was his next sphere of 
labour and during his stay there he provided a hall and procured 
the erection of a church to meet the needs of the Catholics at 
Balfron. Thereafter for several years he was Missionary Rector 
of St. Francis Xavier's, Falkirk, and during his rectorship the 
district of Camelon was detached and formed into a separate 
mission. At this time his health began to fail and his ecclesiastical 
superiors placed him in the easier mission of Peebles. Soon, how­
ever, he was obliged by his enfeebled state of health to relinquish 
active missionary duty and he retired to live in the nursing home
